This event offers fun for the whole family and provides opportunities for attendees to experience 

art and nature while interacting with talented artists from across the nation. Highlights include 

Creation Location, offering activities and entertainment for kids and families, and the Main Stage, 

featuring live music by local bands.

In 2020 and 2021, the pandemic prevented us from holding this event at the Park, but our Online 

Art Fair attracted more than 20,000 page views in its first year and over 74,000 page views in 

2021. In 2022, the Art Fair returned to the Park triumphantly, welcoming a record-breaking 

17,000 visitors! We look forward to building on 35 years of success in 2023.
